
District level
Hon’ble Prime Minister of India, Shri Narendra Modi proposed to organize mock youth 
parliaments to give a chance to the youth to put forth their views on various issues in the country. 
In this regard, National Service Scheme (NSS) in collaboration with Nehru Yuva Kendra 
Sangathan (NYKS) of Govt of India 
mock youth parliament at three levels
1. District level-District Youth Parliament (DYP) 
2. State level- State Youth Parliament (SYP) 
3. National level- National Youth Parliamen
District level-District Youth Parliament (DYP) was conducted successfully at DKW college 
under the guidance and supervision of NSS program coordinator, Dr. Uday Sankar Allam. Three 
volunteers selected at district youth parliament were sent to Stat
(SYP) held at kalikiri engineering college, chittoor. NSS Programme coordinator has been 
appointed as July head for the online screening committee for the contestants from Nellore, 
Chittoor, and kadapa districts. 
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The central Government instructed to conduct Youth Parliament at three levels. i.e., 

1. District Level Youth Parliament (DYPM) from 24th To 28th January 2019 
2. State Level Youth Parliament  (SYPM)  from 5th To 7th February 2019 
3. National Youth Parliament (NYPM) from 26th To 27th February 2019 

 
As per the instructions received from the Ministry of youth affairs and sports, Govt. of India, the 
first level of the Youth Parliament i.e. District Youth Parliament was conducted at DKW college, 
Nellore. The selection of participants was done by way of. 

1. Digital Screening from 12th To 20th January 2019 
2. Walk In Screening from 17th To 19th  January 2019 

 
In the digital process the participants registered their names at my.govt.nic.in site and recorded 
their speeches for 90 to 120 seconds, in any one of the given subjects and uploaded their contents 
through YouTube videos on my.govt.in portal. 
      The programme was evaluated by the committee members constituted for Digital screening 
comprised of Dr.Uday Sankar Allam, NSS Programme coordinator and Ms. Lakshmi Prasanna, 
Dr. M. Lakshmi Prasanna, Lecturer in Commerce, DKW College, Nellore Nodal officer for 
District Youth Parliament based on three criteria. They are  

1. Articulation – 30 marks 
2. Content Knowledge – 30 marks   total 90 marks 
3. Clarity of thought – 30 

 
In the walk screening, participants attended directly Nodal Institution, DKW, Nellore. While 
screening the candidates at Nodal Institution they were given 2 minutes to speak on the topic and 
the evaluation was done based on the following criteria.  

1. Articulation – 25 
2. Content Of Knowledge – 25  total 100 marks 
3. Clarity Of Thought – 25 
4. Demeanor -25  

 
Through the digital screening process 16 members were selected and in the walk in process out 
of 64 members, 50 were selected for District Youth Parliament. District Youth Parliament 
(DYPM) programme was organized for the youth participants selected through preliminary 
rounds of screening at D.K. Govt. College for Women (A), Nellore on 28th January 2019 from 
10.00 am onwards. The Programme was inaugurated by Registrar Prof. Durgaprasada Rao and 
distinguished guest, Shri Sri. P. Parameswara Reddy, Additional Superintendent of Police. Dr. 
Uday Sankar allam, NSS Programme coordinator, Principal Dr Ch .Mastanaiah, D.K. Govt. 
College for Women (A), Nellore and jury members staged during inaugural session. After The 
Inaugural session all the 48 participants who attended on that day were given 2 minutes time to 
speak on the topic choosen by them and a Jury of 5 judges evaluated their performance and 
selected 5 participants as best members participate in the next level of Youth Parliament. i.e., 
State Level.
